HISTORY AUSTRALIA  

 

In 2009 the Association’s journal, History Australia, will continue to be published online by Monash 
University ePress (www.epress.monash.edu), as well as appearing in print. As a member of the AHA 
you will automatically receive History Australia editions for 2009 if you join or renew before February 28 
2009. If you join or renew after this date you will not receive retrospective print copies. If you do not 
provide an email address it will not be possible to set up your online access. You may chose to 
receive the journal in Print PLUS Online formats or ONLINE ONLY.  
 
Features of the online version of History Australia include: 

 
• Audio (sound bites) and video (video clips). 

• Colour images. Images originally coloured appear in colour. 

• Reference linking. Where other journal articles are cited, the full online text of the cited articles is, 
in many cases, directly accessible by clicking the citation itself. This linking facility also works in 
reverse; authors of articles published in History Australia will be pleased to know that citations of 
their work in many other online journals will link directly to the online full text of their History 
Australia article. 

• Full-text searching. Users can search across the full text of all issues published online by the 
ePress. ePress journals are also full-text searchable via Google. 

• Personalisation features. Via the ‘My ePress’ section of the website, users can set up services 
such as citation email alerts (alerts the user when an article of their choice is cited in any one of 
the 13,000+ journals indexed in the CrossRef (www.crossref.org) journals database.
